3. Closing date/Draw for March events. Entries close on Tuesday 4th March, 2008. The draw will be made at the Pointe-a-Pierre staff club on Wednesday 4th March, 2008 for play on Friday 7th March, 2008 starting at 4 pm.
4. Closing date/Draw for May events. Entries close on Tuesday 13th May, 2008. The Draw will be made at the Pointe-a-Pierre staff club on Thursday 15th May, 2008 for play on Thursday 22nd May, 2008 starting at 9 am. (CANCELLED)
5. Open Competition/Age Limitations. Entry is open to residents and non-residents of Trinidad & Tobago.  For the purpose of this Rule, the Player’s age as of the first day of the tournament, shall be used.
6. Site Details.  The Championships will be played at the Petrotrin Pointe-a-Pierre tennis courts as identified under Venue, see above.
7. Match Conditions. Main Draws will be limited to the following size draws: 16 for all events.
Excess entries will be placed in a Qualifying Draw. The required number of qualifiers will be 8 for all events.   

All matches will be the Best of three Tie-Break Sets. Play shall continue under lights.
8. The Committee reserves the right to withhold prize money/trophies when players are         absent from the prize-giving ceremony.
9. This Competition shall take place in accordance with these Regulations and the Rules of Tennis (which includes the ITF’s Code of Conduct), adopted by the ITF.  For the benefit of new entrants, (and a reminder to older ones!) a copy of the Dress Code is attached below.
10. In submitting an entry to this tournament, a player automatically undertakes to commit him/herself to abide by, and be bound by the above Rules and Regulations. Furthermore, all claims of any kind, nature and description are waived.
11. The Committee reserves the right to amend, repeal, or otherwise modify, in whole, or in part, the above Rules and Regulations and re-classify players where necessary.
